University Grants Commisslon (Mindmum Standards and Procedures forAward of FhD. Degree)
Regulations, 2022

No. F. No. 1-3/2021(Q1F). —In exercise of the powers conferred by clauses (f) and [g) of sub-section (1) of
section 26 of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956 (3 of 1956), and in supersession ofthe UGC {(Minimm
Standards and Procedure for Awards of M_Phil. /PhD. Degres) Regulations, 2016 and its amendments, the University
Crrants Commission hereby makes the following Regulations, namely: -

1. Short title, Application, and Commencement. —

i1l These Regulations may be called University Grants Commission (Minlmum  Standards  and
Procedure for Award of Fh.D. Degree) Regulations, 2022

i2)  They shall apply to every university established or incorporated by or under a Central Act,a Provincial
Act, or a State Act, every college, and every instiiution deemed to be a University under section 3 of the
University Grants Commission Act, 1956,

(3 They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Gazette of India.
2 Definitions.- (1) Inthese Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires, -

al “Act” means the University Grants Commission Act. 1956 (3 of 1956);

b) “Adhmcr Faculty” means a part-time or contingent instuctor, but pot full-time faculty member
hired 1o teach by a Higher Educational Institutbon,

€] “Cummlative Grade Point Average (CGPA)Y” means a measure of the overall cumulative performance of a
student over all semesters. The CGPA is the ratio of total credit points secured by a stident in variows courses in all
semesters and the sum of the total credits of alleowrses inall semesters. It is expressed up to two decimal places,

d)  “Credit” means the munber of hours of instruction required per week over the duration of a semester. A

three-credit course in a semester means three one-hour lectures per week, with each one-hour lecture counted & one
credit;

¢] “College” means an institution engaged in higher education andfor research, either established by a
University as its constituent unit or is affiliated with it

Il “Commission™ means the University Grants Commission established under Section 4 of the UGC
Act1956;

g) “Course” means one of the specified units which go to comprise a programme of study;

h) “Course Work™ means courses of study prescribed by the School Deparment’ Centre to be undertaken by
a student registered for the Ph.D. Degree;



i) “Degres” maans a degree awarded by a Higher Educational Instimation in accerdance with the provisions
af section 22 (3) of the Act:

il “External examiner” means an academician‘researcher with published research work whe is not part of the
Higher Educational Instiuiionwhere the PhDD. scholar has registered for the PhD. programme;

k) “Foreign Educational Instimition” means—(i) an institution duly established or incorporated in its home
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a)

country amd offering educational programmes at the wndergraduate, postgraduate and higher levels in its
home country and (6] which offers programme(s) of study leading to the award of a degree through
conventional face-to-face mode, but excluding distance, online, ODL meosde;

“Grade Point™ means a numerical weight allotted to each letter grade ona 10-point scale;

“CuideFesearch Supervisor” means an academician'researcher recognized by Higher Educational
[rstitution to supervise the PhoD. scholar for hisher research;

“Higher Educational Institution” means a tmiversity or institution specified under clausse 2 of Regulation 1
of these Regulations,

“Interdisciplinary Ressarch™ mesns research conducted by a PhD. scholar in two or more academic
disciplines;

“Open and Distance Learning Mode™ shall have the same meaning as defined under the UGC {Open and
Distance Learning Programmes and Online Programmes) Regulations 2020,

“Cinline Node” shall have the same meaning as defined vnder the UGC (Open and Distance Leaming
Programimes and Online Programmes) Regulations 2020,

“Plagiarism” means the practice of mldng someons else’s work or idea and passing them asena’s own,

“Programume” means A higher education programme pursued for 3 degres specified by the Commission
under sub-section (3 of sectbon 22 of the Act;

“Brospectos’™ mesns any document, whether in print o1 etherwise, issued for providing fairand ransparent
information relating to a Higher Educational Institution and programines, wthe general public (including
o those seeking admission in such Higher Educational Institutions) by the Higher Ediscational
[rstitutions;

“Besearch Proposal” means a brief write-up giving an outline of the proposed research work which the
Ph.D». scholar shall subvmit alomg with the application for registration for Ph.D. programime;

“University” means a Higher Educational Institution established or incorporated by or undera Ceniral Act,
a Provincial Act, or a State Act, and shall include any instingtion for higher education deemed to be a
University under Section 3 of the Act.

(2) Words and expressions used and not defined in these Regulations but defined in Act and pot consistent with
these Regulations shall have the meanings assigned to them in that Act.

3. Eligibility criteria for admdssion to the PhD. Programme.-The following are eligible o seek admission bo
the Ph.Dy. programime:

(1) Candidates whi have completed:

L A l-year/Z-semester master's degree programme after a 4-year/8-semester bachelor’s degree
programime or a 2-year/4-semester mastar’s degree programme after a 3-vear bacheler’s degrae
programume of qualifications declared equivalent to the mastar’s degree by the corresponding
statutory regulatery body, with at least 55% marks in aggregate orits equivalent grade in a point
scale wherever grading svstem is followed

or equivalent qualification from a Forelgn educational instiutien accredited by an assessment
and accreditation agency which is approved, recognized or authorized by an authority,
established or incorporated under a law in lis home country ar any other statutoryauthority in
that country to assess, accredit or assure quality and standards of the educational Institnstion.

A relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed for those belonging to
SCAATOBC (non-creamy layer)/Differently-Abled, Economically Weaker Section (EWS)
and other categories of candidates as per the decision of the Commission from time (o tme.

Provided that a candidate seeking admission afier a 4-vear’8-semester bachelor’s degree
programme should have a minimum of 75% marks in aggregate or its equivalent grade on a
point scale wherever the grading system is followed. A relaxation of 5% marks or lis
equivalent grade may be allowed for those belonging o SCSTOBC {non-creamy
layer)/Differently-Abled, Economically Weaker Section (EWS) and other categories of
candidates as per the decision of the Commission from time to time.
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equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed or equivalent qualification from
a forelgn educational instiiution accredited by an assessment and accreditation agency which ks
approved, recognized or authorized by an authority, established or incorporated wnder a law i its
home country or any other statutory authority in that country (o assess, accredit or assure quality and
standards of educational institions, shall be eligible for admission to the Ph.D. programme. A
relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed for those belonging o SC/STOBRC
{non-creany layer)/Thifferently-Abled, Economically Weaker Section (EW3) and other categories of
candidates as per the decision of the Commission from time o tme.

A. Duration of the Programme.- (1) FhD. Programme shall be for a mindmum duration of three

(3 years, including course work, and a maximum duration of six (B) years from the date of sdmission to the
FhD. programme.

(2) A maximum of an additional two () years can be given through a process of re-reglsiration as per
the Statwie/Ordinance of the Higher Educational Institution concerned: provided, however, that the

todal peried for completion of a PhD. programme should not exceed eight (8) years from the date of
admission in the Ph.D. programme.

Frovided further that, female Ph.D. scholars and Persons with Disabilities (having mose than 40%:
disability] may be allowed an additional relaxation of pwo (2) vears, however, the iogal period For
completion of a FhoD. programme in sech cases should not exceed ten (10] yearsfrom the date of admission
in the Fh.D. programime.

(3) Female Ph.I:. Scholars may be provided Maternity Leave/Child Care Leave for up to 240days in the
entire duration of the Ph.D). programme.

Procedure for admission. -

i1 The admission shall be based on the criteria notified by the institution, keeping in view the
guidelines/norms in this regard issued by the UGC and other  statwtoryfregulatory bodies. concerned, and
taking into account the reservation policy of the Central’State Government from time oo time.

() Admission to the Ph.D. programime shall be made using the following methods:

L HEIs may admit students who qualify for fellowshipischolarship in UGC-NET/AIGC- CSIR
NETHGATENCEED and similar Natiomal level tesis based on an interview.

. HEls may admit students through an Entrance Test conducted at the level of the individual HEL
The Entrance Test syllabas shall consist of 50% of research methodobogy, and 50% shall be subject-

specific.
ifl. Srudenis who have secured 50 % marks in the enfrance test are eligible to be called for the interview.

iv. A relaxation of 5 % marks will be allowed in the entrance examination for the candidates belonging

i SCASTOBC/differently-abled category, Economically Weaker Section (EVWS). amd  ather
categories of candidates as per the decision of the Commission from time (o time.

V. HEIls may decide the number of eligible students 1o be called for an interview based on the number
af PhD. seats availahle_

Wi, Provided that for the seleciion of candidates hased on the entramee fest conducted by the HEI a

wedghtage of T0 % for the entrance test and 300 % for the performance in the interview'viva- voce
shall ke given.

13 Universities and Colleges which are eligible to conduct Ph.D). programmes, shall:

i Notify a prospectis well in advance on the instinstion’s wehsite specifying the numberaf seats for



AdmiEs0n, SIeCLdsCHInE-Wse Qisiriiuion of avadable sedls, Chierfla W afmission, e
procedure for admission, and all other relevant information for the candidates;

ii.  Adhere tothe National/State-level reservation policy, as applicable.

(4} The Higher Educational Institution shall maintain a list of PhD. supervisors (specifying the name of
the supervisor, his or her designation, and the departmentschoolicentre), along with the details of PRD.
scholars (specifying the name of the registered Ph.D. scholar, thetopic of his'her research and the date of
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admission) admitted under them on the website ofthe institution and update this list every academic year.

. Allocation of Research Supervisor.- Eligibility criteria to be a Research Supervisor, Co-Supervisor,
Mumber of Ph.D. scholars permissible per supervisar, etc.

Permanent faculty members working as ProfessorfAssociate Professor of the Higher Edicational
[nstrution with a Ph.D., and at least five research publications in peer-reviewed or refereed journals
and permanent faculty members working as Assistant Professors in Higher Educational [nstitutions
with a PhLD)., amd at least three research publications in peer-reviewed or refereed journals may be
recognized as a Kesearch Supervisor in the university where the faculty member is emploved or in s
affiliated Fost-graduate Collegesfinstitutes.  Such recognized research supervisors cannot supservise
research scholars in other institutions, where they can only act as co-supervisors. PhD. awarded by a
undversity under the supervision of a faculty member who s not an employes of the university or its
affiliated Post- graduate Colleges/institutes would be in violation of these Fegulations.

For PhD. scholars working in Central government’ State government research institutions whose
degress are given by Higher Educational [nstitutions, the scientists in such research institwtions who are
equivalent to Professor’Associate Professor/Assistant Professor can be recognized as supervisors if they
fulfill the above requirements.

Provided that in areas/disciplines where there s no, or only a limited number of peer-reviewed or
refereed journals, the Higher Educational Institution may relax the above condition for recognition of a
person a8 Research Supervisor with reasons recarded in writing.

Co-Supervisors from within the same depaniment or other departments of the same institutionor other
institutions may be permitted with the approval of the comgetent authority.

Adjunct Faculty members shall not act a5 Research Supervisors and can only act as co-supervisors,

[n case of interdisciplinary/multidisciplinary research work, iF required. a Co-Supervisor from outside
the Depanment'Schonl/Centre/College/ U niversity may be appobnted.

Aneligible Professos’ Associate Professor/ Assistant Professor can guide up to elght (8) / six (6] f four (4)
Ph.D. scholars, respectively, at any given time.

[ case of relocation of a female Ph.. scholar dee o marriage or otherwise, the research data shall be
allowed to be transferred to the Higher Educational Institution to which the scholar intends to relocate,
provided all the other conditions in these Regulations are followed, and the research work does mod
pertain to a project sanctioned to the parent Institution/Supervisor by any funding agency. Such scholar
shall, however, give due credit o the parent institution and the supervisor for the part of research already
unlertake.

Faculty members with less than three vears of service before superannuation shall no be  allowed o
take mew research scholars under their supervision. However, such faculty members can continise to
supervise PhD. scholars who are already registered until superanmeation and as a co-supervisor after
superannuation, but not after attaining the age of 70 years.

7. Admission of International students in PhD. programme -

(1} Each supervisor can guide up to two international research scholars on a supernumerary basis over and
above the permitted number of Ph.D. scholars as specified in clase 6.3 above.

(2] The HEls may decide their own selection procedure for PhoD. admission of imernational shudents keeping in
view the guidelines/norms in this regard isssed by statwiory/regulatory bodies concerned from time (o time.

& At any poing, the total number of PhD. scholars under a faculty member, elther as a supervisor or a
co-supervisor, shall not excead the number prescribed in clause 6.3 and clause 7.1.

9. Course Work.- Credit requirements, number, duration, syllabus, minimum standards for
completion, et

The Credit requirement for the Ph.D. coursework is a minimim of 12 credits, incleding a “Research
and Publication Ethics™ course as notified by UGC vide DO, No. Fo1- 12008 Journal/CARE] in20189
and a research methodology course.  The Research Advisory Committee can also recommend UGC
recognized online courses as part of the credit reguirements for the PhD. programme.

All PhI}. scholars, irrespective of discipline, shall be required to train in teaching feduication
{pedagogyferiting related to their chosen PhD. subject during their docioral period.  Ph.D. scholars
may also be assigned 4-6 hours per week of teachingresearch assistaniship for condecting twlorial o
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(3] A FhD. scholar must obtain a mindmum of 55% marks or s equivalent grade in the TGC 10-ping

scale in the course work to be eligible to continee in the programme and submit his or ber thesks.

1. Research Advisory Committee and its Functions.- (1)There shall be a Research Advisory Committee or
an equivalent body as defined in the Statutes/Ordinances of the Higher Educational Instiiution concerned for
each Ph.Ir. scholar. The Research Supervisor of the PhD. scholar concerned shall be the Convener of this
commities, and this commitiee shall have the following responsibilities:

i To review the research proposal and finalize the topic of research.

fi. To guide the PhD. scholar in developing the study design and methodelogy of research
and identify the course(s) that be/she may have to do.

ik To periodically review and assist in the progress of the research work of the Fh.Doschalar.

Each semester, a FhD. scholar shall appear before the Research Advisory Commities o0 make a

presentation amd submit a brief repor on the progress of his'her work for evalsationand further guidance. The
Research Advisory Commitiee shall submit its recommendations along with a copy of PhD. scholar's
progress report io the Higher Educational Institution concemed. A copy of such recommendations shall also
be provided to the PhD. scholar.

(3) In case the progress of the Ph.D. scholar is unsatisfactaory, the Research Advisory Committes shall record
the reasons for the same amd suggest corrective measures.  If the PhDr. scholar fails to implement these
corrective measures, the Research Advisory Committee may recommend, with specific reasons, the
cancellation of the registration of the Ph.D. scholar from the Ph.D. programime.

11. Evaluation and Assessment Methods, minimum standards/credits for award of the degree,ste.-

Upon satisfactory completion of course work and obtaining the masks/grade prescribed inclause (3) of

Regulation @ above, the Plilr. scholar shall be required o undenake research work and produce a drafi
dissertation/thesis.

Before submitting the disserfation/thesis, the PhD. scholar shall make a presentation before the
Research Advisory Committee of the Higher Educational Institution concerned, which shall also be open
i all Faculty members and ather research scholars/siudends.

The Higher Educational Institution concerned  shall have a mechanism using well-developed software
applications to detect Plagiarism in research work and the research integrity shall be an integral part of all
the research activities leading to the award of a Ph.D. degree.

A PhD. scholar shall submit the thesis for evaluation, along with {3} an undertaking from the FhD.
scholar that there i no plaglarism and () a cenificate from the Research Superviser atiesting o the
originality of the thesis and that the thesis has not been submitted for the award of any other
degree/diploma to any other Higher Educational Institution.

The Ph.D. thesis submitted by a PhoD. schalar shall be evaluated by his/her Research Supervisor amd at
least two external examiners who are experts in the field and not in employment of the Higher
Educational Institwtion concerned.  Such examiner(s) should be academics with a good record of
scholarly publications in the feld. Wherever possible, oneof the external examiners should be chosen
from cutside India. The viva-voce board shall consist of the Research Supervisor and at least one of the
two external examiners and may be conducted online. The viva-vece shall be open to the members of
the Research Advisory Committeesfaculty members/research scholass, and students. Higher Educational
[mstitutions may formulate approprizte rulesfordinances to effect the provisions of this Regulations.

The viva-voce of the PhD. scholar to defend the thesis shall be conducted if both the external
examiners recommend acceplance of the thesis after incorporating any corrections suggested by them.
[f one of the external examiners recommends rejection, the Higher Educational Institstion concermed
shall send the thesis o an alternate external examiner from the approved panel of examiners, and the

viva-voce examination shall be held only if the alternate examines recomimends acceptance of the
ihecie  TF the glierngts avaminar does iyl paecarirssnd accantanea oF the theaois the thegio ghall Ha



rejected, and the PhD. scholar shall be declared ineligible [DI' the award of a Ph.D.

(¥)  The Higher Educational Institution concerned shall complete the entire process of evaluating a Pho [,
thesis, including the declaration of the viva-voce result, within a period of six (6] months from the
date of submission of the thesis.

12. Academie, research, admindstrative, and infrastruciure requirements to be fulfilled by Colleges for

(1)  Post-graduate Colleges offering  4-year Undergraduste  Programmes  and'or  Post-graduate
Programimes, may offer Ph.D). programmes, provided they satisfy the availability of eligible Research
Supervisors, required infrastructure, and supporting administrative and research facilities as per these

Regulations.

(2) Colleges and research institutbons established by the central gowvernment or a State government whose
degrees are awarded by Higher Educational Institutions shall offer Ph.I). programmes provided they

hawe:

L At least two faculty members in a college or two PhD.-qualified scientisis in the research
institution.

ii. Adequate infrastructure, administrative support, research facilities and library resources as
specified by the HEL

Ph.D. through Part-time Mode-

(1) Ph.D. programumes thiough part-time mode will be permitted. peovided all the comditions stipulated in these
Regulations are fulfillad.

(2) The Higher Educational Institation concerned shall obmin a *™o Objection Certificate™ through the
candidate for a pani-time Ph.D. programme from the apgropriate authority in the organization whese the
candidate is employved, clearly stating that:

i. The candidate is permitted o pursee studies ona part-time basis.
ii. His'her official dutkes permit hinvher to devote sufficient time for research,
. [f required, hesshe will be relieved from the duty 1o complete the course work.

(3) Motwithstanding anything contained in these Regulations or any other law, for the time being in force,
nx Higher Educational Institution or research institution of the Central government or a State Government
shall conduct Ph.D. programimes through distance and/oronline mode.

Grant of M.Fhil. Degree.- Higher Educational Institutions shall not offer the M.Phil (Masterafl
Philosophy) programme.

Issuing a Provisional certificate.-Prior 1o the actieal award of the PhD. degree, the degree- awarding
Higher Educational Institution shall issue a provisional certificate to the effect that the PhD. is being
awarded in accordance with the provisions of these Regulations.

Award of PhI). degrees prior to Motification of these Regulations.- Award of degrees to candidates
registered for the PhD. programme onoor after July 11, 2008, iill the date of Motificationof these Regulations
shall ke poverned by the provisions of the UGC (Minimum Standards and Procedure for Award of
M.Fhil/Fh.I}. Degree) Regulations, 2009 or the UGC (Minimum Standards and Procedure for Award of
M.Fhil/FPh.I}. Degrees) Regulations, 2016 as the case may be. Further, the award of degrees to candidates
already registered and pursuing PhD. shall be governed by these Regulations or UGC (Minimum Standards
and Procedure for Award of 3. Phil /Ph.D. Degree] Regulations, 2016. MNothing in these Regulations shall
impact the M_Phil. degree programmes commencing prior o the enactment of these Regulations.

Depository with INFLIBNET. - Following the successful completion of the evaluation peocessand before
the announcement of the award of the Ph.D. degree(s), the Higher Educational Institution concerned shall
submit an electronic copy of the Fh.D. thesis to INFLIBNET, for hostingthe same so as to make if accessible
i all the Higher Educational Institutions and research instinstions.
